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I  want to thank you all for your sup-
port as I have journeyed towards 
ordination. This process has been 

one giant answer to prayer.  In other 
words, the only way I got to where I am 
today is through God answering prayer.  
This story began about nine years ago. 
 
I became a banker around the same time 
my wife started attending Charleston 
Southern. I knew I was not going to be a 
banker forever; I was just doing this 
while my wife was in school. So at the 
onset of my wife’s college career, I start-
ed to ask the question, “What do I want 
to be when I grow up?”   
 
About two years into her fourth year of 
school, I changed my question to, “What 
does God want me to be when I grow 
up?” Since God’s calling on people’s 
lives is discernable through the commu-
nity, I went out to everyone I knew and 
asked what they thought God was call-
ing me to. This entire time I was praying 
for guidance and discernment. The ini-
tial feed back I got from people was 
mixed, with a few people who said I 
should go into ministry. I dismissed 
those people because I did not want to 
go back to school for a job with a pay cut.   
 
One night at dinner Peyton (my daugh-
ter) said, “Daddy, why don’t you just 
become a preacher since your always 
talking about Jesus?” That moment 
branded me. I initially dismissed her just 
as I had other people who recommended 
ministry. However, I could not ignore 
her words; they stuck with me and 
haunted me. God was answering my 
prayer for guidance and discernment 
right in front of my eyes. After a few 
weeks of prayer, I went back to all my 
friends and family.  This time I asked 
them if they thought I was being called 
to ministry. They all answered, “Yes!” 
 
While I now had guidance, this was only 
the tip of the iceberg.  From that moment 
on I have been through six intense years 
of formation, training, formal education, 
interrogation, vetting and more. United 
Methodists have one of the most         
thorough   processes for ordination in the 

protestant church. All along the way I 
knew I could not do it on my own.   
 
For the three years of seminary I was 
traveling back and forth from Summer-
ville to Columbia up to five days a week 
for class. There were days when I was 
out of the house before my family was 
awake and they were asleep by the time 
I got home. During this time I had to 
work at the bank on Saturdays and a 
church on Sundays. For over a year and 
a half, I was going seven days a week. I 
had no strength, energy, or time left for 
my family. It was only through God an-
swering prayer that my family was held 
together and I made it through semi-
nary.   
 
Prayer delivered me to Epworth. I had 
one person at Epworth tell me that I was 
an answer to their prayers for Epworth.  
This person had been praying for a 
young and energetic pastor. I thanked 
this person and informed them that   
Epworth has been an answer to my 
prayers too. You all have let me be your 
pastor. You all have given me space to 
grow, thrive and fail. There are congre-
gations that do not welcome inexperi-
enced pastors. God answered my prayer 
when God sent me here to Epworth. 
 
God is faithful, and God answers pray-
ers. The answer might not come how or 
when you want it. The answer might 
even be something you do not want it to 
be. At first, I did not want to be in min-
istry. As it turns out, I was wrong. This 
is where I want to be and this is what I 
want to be doing.  I never though I 
could enjoy doing anything as much as I 
enjoy being your pastor.  God is good!

and I wanted so badly for him to ask me to be his 
only girl friend. It was not happening; so I   peti-
tioned God to let me forget him and to send me a 
knight in shining armor, one that would sweep 
me off my feet.  
 
I was jerking sodas at DuBose Drugstore in Bish-
opville, South Carolina when this deep, resonant 
voice asked, “A sour lemonade, please.” I took it 
as an attention-getter and served him without 
comment. The next Saturday he was back. No 
conversation between us,  but on Wednesday of 
the same week he walked in with his broth-
er whom I already knew. His brother said to me, 
"Thelma, do you remember me telling you that 
there was but one other person better looking 
than me? This is my brother Bill."  
 
Well, when I got off from work that night, my 
land lady called me to the phone and remarked, 
“This is a new voice.”
